4. Approval of the Proposed Meeting Agenda for August 6, 2025

5. Approval of the June 4, 2025, Draft NBOD Meeting Minutes

6. Officers Reports:
A. President’s Report – Jim Sadowski.
Jim had Member Meetings with Delaware and New Jersey and a meeting with Mike Wheeler about a proposed new professional league which wants to build an amateur league as a first step. At the US. Soccer level there have been several Referee Abuse Program (RAP) meetings which have included stakeholders. Jim also met with Greg Fike (USSF) and Lyndell Phillips (ENYSSA) about transgender issues and current policy. Jim also reported on a meeting with the American Outlaws supporter group leadership which included a discussion about how to work together and how some of their programs worked. Jim also did a brief summary of the NBOD In Person meeting in June. Jim also reported that the Executive Committee met to discuss the 2026 budget prior to this meeting.

B. Vice President’s Report – Fritz Marth
Fritz reported on the discussions by the National Amateur Cup Task Force of the Adult Council. He noted that the concept of having a number of districts as a structure was approved by the Adult Commissioners and forwarded to US Soccer for consideration. The proposal will be forwarded to the NBOD and the intention is to get this proposal before the USASA National Council in September for consideration.
 
C. Executive Directors Report – Bruce Bode
Player Registration numbers for the most recent period ending in July 2025 were slightly behind the same time in 2024.
A brief update on the AGM included that the meeting agenda will be mostly the same as prior years. A copy of the agenda will be sent to NBOD members.
Our work with The Collective Global continues with the start of three virtual meetings with Brad and the NBOD. The adjusting of priorities defined at the June board retreat is being implemented by the staff and the corresponding adjustment with the Working Groups.

D. Treasurer’s Report – Lori Stoneburner
The draft 2026 budget was discussed in detail. It has also been sent to the Budget & Finance Committee for discussion. This draft will be published for the membership and there will be two town hall Zoom meetings in August to discuss the budget. After those meetings, any changes will be reviewed and the NBOD and the Budget & Finance Committee will meet to finalize before sending to all membership on August 28th.


7. Committee /Task Force Reports & Updates.
A. Veterans Cup 2025
Cezar briefly noted that the event just concluded and that a debrief needs to be completed and a report will be prepared. The event was well received. There were 70 plus teams in about 11 divisions. The women’s divisions had especially strong numbers.

B. National Cups Committee 
Dan Trainor, chair, provided a brief summary of the finals event. He noted that the Over 30s and 40s really enjoyed being part of the same event this year. Dan thanked all the board members and other volunteers that helped on-site with the event.
The Committee recommended that the 2026 finals be held in Milwaukee again on the July 24-26th weekend.

The date and location for the 2026 National Amateur Cup finals was APPROVED by the NBOD, for Milwaukee, Wisconsin July 24-26, 2026.

C. Budget & Finance Committee
Andy Marion reported on the committee’s review of the Insurance Reserve Policy and the Operating Reserve Policy. A first draft of those policies has been provided to the board for review. There have been some revisions from the prior version of the policies

A. Approval of Actions at In Person Meeting

B. Southwest Premier League Membership
Southwest Premier League applied for membership as a multi-state league. It was recommended to be approved provisionally with an evaluation of the membership following their Fall, when they begin their Spring season. The required policies regarding number of teams and states will be reviewed.

The membership was APPROVED with the noted provisions without objection.

C. USASA Insurance Reserve Policy and Operating Reserve Policy
This was discussed during the segment from the Budget & Finance Committee. No action was taken at this time. The item was tabled for action at a later meeting.

D. Elite Player Task Force
Jim described the request from Richard Groff to establish a task force. Otey asked that this be fully described before it is established. John Motta noted that US Soccer may be taking up this issue. The matter was postponed to a later meeting after getting a written proposal prepared for the NBOD.

10. Questions from Members and Attendees
Tom Moore asked about whether we have advice to give leagues regarding demands at games from ICE.
John Motta added some comments about the Elite League issue and that the Adult Commissioners are talking to US Soccer about these issues.
Andy Marion asked about the communication regarding the AGM schedule, especially the extension of Thursday’s activities. Bruce noted that the schedule has been posted on the website and in newsletter. As more details on the speakers and sessions are obtained they will be added to both.
